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STATION SET-UP:

. BOTTLED WATER, CUPS, PAPER TOWELS, FIRST-AID KIT, ETC... WILL BE LOCATED UNDER TABLE

REMOVE RED NOTICE SIGN FROM TABLE AND PLACE IN BLUE TOTE

FILL CUPS/DOG WATER BOWLS USING BOTTLED WATER

DISCARD BOTTLES IN GARBAGE BAG

PLACE CUPS ON TABLE TOP. WATER STATION ATTENDANTS MAY HOLD FILLED CUPS OUT FOR RUNNERS TO GRAB AS THEY PASS OR

LEAVE ON TABLE FOR RUNNERS TO TAKE ON THEIR OWN. IF LEAVING ON TABLE, PLEASE LEAVE ADEQUATE SPACES BETWEEN CUPS

TO AVOID SPILLING WHEN GRABBED BY PASSING ATHLETE

e TRASH RECEPTACLES SHOULD BE PLACED SLIGHTLY UP THE ROAD FROM WATER STATION SO PARTICIPANTS CAN GRAB, DRINK AND
TOSS. PARTICIPANTS MAY DISCARD CUPS ON GROUND, PLEASE CLEAN UP ALL WASTE

DOGS ON ROUTE:
4-GALLON GRAVITY FED BOWLS AND WASTE CLEAN-UP SUPPLIES ARE INCLUDED AT YOUR STATION

CONDUCT:
PLEASE MAINTAIN RESPECTFUL, PROFESSIONAL BEHAVIOR AT ALL TIMES. WATER STATION ATTENDANTS ARE ENCOURAGED TO CHEER
ON PARTICIPANTS

CLEAN-UP/END OF SHIFT:

THE KRONENWETTER FIRE DEPARTMENT FOLLOW VEHICLES WILL INDICATE WHEN THE LAST RUNNER HAS PASSED YOUR STATION. DO
NOT LEAVE OR BEGIN CLEANING UP STATION UNTIL THE LAST RUNNER AND VEHICLE HAS PASSED YOUR LOCATION.
. EMPTY AND DISCARD UNUSED CUPS

COLLECT AND DISCARD ANY TRASH FROM AROUND YOUR STATION

PLEASE REMOVE TRASH BAG FROM RECEPTACLE

TIE OFF TRASH BAGS, SET TO SIDE

EMPTY DOG WATERER

ROLL-UP TABLE RUNNER, PLACE IN EMPTY TRASH RECEPTACLE

FOLD TABLE CLOTH, PLACE IN BLUE TOTE

UNUSED CUPS, PAPER TOWELS, FIRST-AID KIT, ETC... SHOULD BE RETURNED TO BLUE TOTE

BLUE TOTE, TABLE RUNNER, DOG WATERER, DOG RAKES CAN BE PLACED IN EMPTY TRASH RECEPTACLE
PLACE UNUSED WATER BOTTLES ON TABLE ALONG WITH TRASH RECEPTACLE
